They are barrel selected and then made specifically to RGS Wine Club specs 
by Bleasdale wine makers.  

The RGS Wine Club was driven largely by a core group of 30 or so from 
around the country who wanted to get access to a quantity of good SA reds 
and whites at great prices.I reckon we’ve done that for the past 25 years.

3. ensuring you get your name on to the electronic distribution list by 
contacting Ann.
